The 33-
mile continuous corridor averages over 100 feet in width and is presently under a long-term operating and management agreement with the 
Columbia Basin Railroad Company (CBRR).  Under the terms of the agreement, the CBRR is only required to pay the County a per load fee 
after the freight operation becomes a cost-breakeven operation (about 1,200 freight carloadings per year).
