Local residents gathered at meetings held in April and June of 2004 to provide ideas for a plan for the
Pleasant Valley Community Park located next to the Pleasant Valley Schools on NE 50th Avenue. The site
contains 40 acres and extends from NE 50th Avenue on the east to Salmon Creek Road on the west. Salmon
Creek flows through the site along the western edge.  Public input was integrated into two alternative
concept plans for the park. After the presentation of the plans at the June meetings, residents shared ideas,
concerns and favorite components from the designs.

These have now been combined to create a preferred plan for the park and will be presented at a public
meeting on Wednesday, September 21, 7-8:30 p.m., at Pleasant Valley Middle School, Media Center,
14320 NE 50", Vancouver, WA 98686.
