New Public Works Operations Campus Design
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• Administration Office Building

• Warehouse/Trade Shop Building

• Fleet Services Building (merged with Vancouver Fire Department)

• Fuel Station and Wash Station

• Laydown areas and Covered storage (materials)

• Uncovered, Covered and Enclosed Parking (vehicles, trucks, plows, specialized equipment)

• Full Site Development (32.1 acres) – utilities, grounds and pavement

• Street frontage improvements including a new traffic signal and turn lanes

• Enhanced landscaping and low impact development stormwater management features



New Public Works Operations Campus Features
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Current Project Schedule 

• 2022:  Design Team and Contractor Team Selection; Design Kickoff

• 2023:  Design and Permitting; Community Open Houses, limited early 

Construction may occur

• 2024:  Design and Permitting Completion; Significant Construction Start

• 2025:  Construction Continues

• 2026:  Construction Complete; Relocation & Operations at New Campus
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Traffic Analysis and Mitigation
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• New traffic signal will be installed at NE 88th Street and NE 94th Avenue

• Turn lanes will be provided with sufficient queue lengths

• Confirmed in 2020 anticipated traffic aligns with County Master Plan

• We will conduct additional traffic study within a 1-mile radius of the site

• Operational Safety on site and off site are always a priority
