WHAT TO EXPECT AT THE SEPTEMBER 29th ZOOM MEETING

You can connect with your laptop, computer, iPad, or phone. The
very nicely shortened address: https://bitly/WHDNA-Sept29-22 is
most welcome. Type it in a couple minutes prior to meeting start
time (6:30 pm), settle back and see what you can learn and to
whom you can turn. (I keep pen and paper handy because I always
have questions and often a little clarification is needed.) We have
two speakers, both of which are from county services that we all
need although we never want to; sort of like life insurance, I guess.

Clark County Sheriff’s Office (“CCSO”) will provide a deputy to go
over some of the crime statistics in our area. Residents have been
asking what kind of changes have occurred for the officers with
feet in the street, as it were, since the legislative modifications
were put in place. Only recently the City of Vancouver has ex-
pressed hopes that a training facility may be located in Clark Coun-
ty which would allow access to law enforcement training and per-
haps attract more young people to either the city or county agen-
cies.

Additionally, we will have Eric Frank from CRESA 9-1-1 who will
walk us through the behind the scenes operations that provide us
with essential, sometimes life-savings services when we call. And,
the 3-1-1 option is something new to some, but frequently the best
way to get issues resolved, or to be directed to someone with those
answers.

If you live within the West
Hazel Dell Neighborhood
Association (“WHDNA”")
boundaries, you are a
“member” of our neighbor-
hood association.

WHDNA now has slightly
adjusted boundaries. We
still begin on the southern
and western sides at the
Vancouver city limits; on the
north we go to NE 104t
Street, NE 11th Avenue and
NE 99th Street; on the east
we now stop at I-5.

That adjusts our voting dis-
tricts as well. We have add-
ed 212 residences to District
1 and 1,794 to District 2.
WHDNA now provides liai-
son services to 7,231 homes.
Welcome to all the new
West Hazel Dell NA neigh-
bors.

To make the association
work for everyone, we need
input, good or bad; it all
helps us get a handle on
things. Currently, we are
asking for volunteers to
serve on our board and
others who could act as con-
duits for the widespread
areas of West Hazel

Dell NA boundaries. Please
contact me if you

are interested in seeing
WHDNA continue to

thrive. You are needed.

HAZEL DELL PARADE OF BANDS’ FUTURE

Every year on the third Saturday of May our country celebrates Armed
Forces Day. Hazel Dell celebrates with the HAZEL DELL PARADE OF
BANDS. Middle school and high school bands from around our area (some ARMED FORCES DAY
_ SHOW YOUR SUPPORT
years as many as 28 bands appear, all decked out to strut their stuff and
demonstrate their love for the music). This is sponsored by the Hazel Dell/Salmon Creek
Business Association (“HDSCBA”) and many local business sponsors. This tradition started in
1964 and we have had 55 annual parades and one virtual parade (last year during Covid).

HDSCBA joins with Clark County Fire District 6 (“CCFD6”), CCSO, the Vancouver Lions Club,
City of Vancouver (through CVTV who broadcasts it for us), and many more too numerous to
list. The usual attendance is over 20,000 with an average of 5,000 participants. That’s a lot of
families and a lot of community—all marching for two hours up the middle of our neighbor-
hood, bringing smiles and cheers year after year.

/= Why am I reiterating all this, you might ask. You live here. You know
about the parade. Partly because it is such a big part of the summer
start-up and partly because I love this event. Watching families gath-
er up their chairs, blankets, coolers and kids to prepare to join the fun
and see the bands, horses, floats—just to be part of a fun family day—
reminds me of how fortunate we are to have organizations willing to spend their time and mon-
ey to get this done. And it is not cheap!

Aha! You say. Yep, that's the pitch. Actually, it's a heads up to watch for the coming four
months’ of fundraising activities that are attempting to secure funding for the 2023 Parade of
Bands. You will see announcements in the various shops and member businesses through the
winter. The deadline to determine whether or not the parade happens is March1, 2023. I'm
happy to answer any questions you may have; drop me an email.

League of Women Voters schedules general election candidate forums

Candidates in 12 Clark County races will participate in forums ahead of the November 8 gen-
eral election. The forums, sponsored by the nonpartisan League of Women Voters of Clark
County, will be aired on government access channel CVTV and links will be posted on cvtv.org.
For the first time in three years, the forums will be open to the public; however, space will be
very limited at some venues.

All forums are scheduled from 6:30-8:00 pm as follows:

e September 26 - Clark County Council, Districts 1 and 2, and Clark County Auditor at Van-
couver Community Library, 901 C Street

e October 3 - 17th Legislative District, Positions 1 and 2, and Public Utility District,
Commissioner, District 2 at Camas Public Library, 625 NE 4th Avenue

e October 10 - 49th Legislative District, Positions 1 and 2, and Clark County Sheriff
Vancouver Community Library, 901 C Street

e October 12 - 18th Legislative District, Positions 1 and 2, and Clark County Council, District
5 at Washington State University, Dengerink Administration Building

What is Household Hazardous Waste?
The easiest way to determine if a household product is hazardous is to read the label. Look for the words
“Poison”, “Danger”, “Warning” or “Caution” on the label. “Poison” and “Danger” indicate the highest hazard
levels.

« “Poison” means that a product is highly toxic and can cause injury or death if ingested, inhaled or
absorbed through the skin.

« “Danger” means that a product is highly toxic, flammable or corrosive. Products containing the word
“Danger” could be poisonous, cause serious damage to skin or eyes or easily cause a fire. Look for the
word “Danger” on cleaners, polishes, paint strippers and pesticides.

Containers containing products like these should not go in the garbage at home or at a neighborhood cleanup
event. Instead, they should be taken to a Hazardous Waste Facilities at any of the three Clark County transfer
stations. Residents can bring products at no charge on certain days of the week.

Washougal Hazardous Waste Facility - Third Saturday of each month, 8 a.m. to 4 p.m.; 4020 S
Grant Street, Washougal (360) 835-2500

What can I bring to the Household Hazardous Waste drop off facility?

» Aerosol products (NO compressed gas cylinders): All varieties, including paint, cleaners, pesticides,
etc.

e Fire Extinguishers

« Automotive products - Used motor oil (up to five gallons), antifreeze, gasoline, vehicle batteries,
engine cleaners, degreasers, transmission fluids, oil filters

« Batteries - Household (AA, AAA, C, D, NiCad, lithium, mercury)

« Corrosives - acids or bases (alkalines)

¢ Fluorescent bulbs, tubes and ballasts

* Household cleaners - Disinfectant, furniture stripper, oven cleaners, partially full aerosol cans, floor
cleaners/wasx, furniture polish, spot remover, caustic cleaners

¢ Medications (NO controlled substances)

¢ Mercury items (thermometers, thermostats, switches)

« Paints and solvents - Turpentine, kerosene, rust remover, solvents, latex/oil base paint, paint thinner,
wood preservatives, deck stains, concrete sealer

« Poisons/Pesticides - Fungicides, herbicides (including fertilizers with weed killer), insecticides
(including slug bait), and rodenticides

* Pool, spa and photographic chemicals

* Propane tanks, 1-5 gallon

Note: Any containers used to deliver materials will not be returned to customers.

Household Hazardous Waste Drop Off Facilities Do Not Accept: Amounts greater than 25 gallons or 200
pounds; leaking containers; containers larger than 5-gallons; asbestos; explosives or ammunition; radioactive
material; infectious waste; or business-generated waste.
