For other legal issues or concerns contact an attorney or an agency listed on the other side of this form.

You can present your case or situation to the court, but it must be in correct legal form and proper procedures and court rules must be followed.  You must fill out the forms required for your case.  Neither the facilitator, the clerk’s office, or the judge will prepare any documents for you.  You take the forms you have filled out to the clerk’s office to file them or to a court hearing if a judge’s signature is required.  Be sure to MAKE COPIES OF ANY PAPERWORK BEFORE YOU GIVE IT TO THE CLERK OR THE JUDGE.

The Facilitator’s role is to inform people about basic court requirements.  For example, the Facilitator can try to answer your simple questions about how to get a case filed in court and where a hearing will be held.  The Facilitator can tell you when forms might be incomplete and, therefore, not ready for filing.
The Facilitator is available for walk in consultation 8:00 am to 12:00 noon AND 1:00 pm to 4:30 pm, Monday-Friday.  The office closes 12:00 noon to 1:00 pm daily, no exceptions.  The office is CLOSED Wednesday afternoons, from noon till 4:30 pm!  

Sign up on the clipboard in the office, first come – first served.  You must have a receipt for the fee of $20 or $10 with current proof of State Assistance (food stamp card with identification or current medical coupon to show the cashier).  

If you need to meet with the Facilitator to set your final dissolution/divorce hearing date, copies of documents filed with the court must have been served on the other person OR a joinder signed and filed.  Walk in and bring your final papers, all filled out, to the Facilitator to get a court date.

​​​​​​​​THE FACILITATOR IS AVAILABLE TO ANSWER THE SAME KINDS OF QUESTIONS FOR YOUR SPOUSE OR OPPOSING PARTY, EVEN THOUGH THE FACILITATOR HAS DISCUSSED YOUR CASE WITH YOU.

IT IS IMPORTANT TO KEEP IN MIND THE FOLLOWING:

The Facilitator can NOT give legal advice, help with legal strategy, or tell you how a case will come out.

The Facilitator can NOT take sides.  The Facilitator does NOT and can NOT represent you.
