The thought of a computer 
program that monitors the local 
forecast and automatically adjusts your 
watering schedule based on weather, 
temperature, humidity, and time of 
year can really made a difference for 
your yard.  You can get the same 
results, but with a lot less water thus 
conserving our resources. 
 
A neighbor who lives in our 
neighborhood association purchased 
the computer program from Cyber-
Rain last summer.   The program cost 
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around $350.00.  He used it through 
out the summer... it ended up saving 
him almost 1800 minutes of watering.  
He was just in awe when he looked at 
how many minutes that the lawn 
sprinklers and planting beds were not 
watered.  Just a small adjustment a day 
in the program saved a lot of water the 
whole summer.

No 4th of July event or 
fireworks at Fort Vancouver 
in 2009 
 

Va
ncouver National Historic Reserve 
Trust is reminding people that the 4th 
of July fireworks event at Fort 
Vancouver has been cancelled for 
2009. Many factors led to the decision, 
but the bottom line is that the 
production expenses had grown to 
nearly half a million dollars. That 
expense could not be sustained. 
 
For the first time in 47 years, Fort 
Vancouver will not have a July 4th 
fireworks celebration. Vancouver 
National Historic Reserve Trust, the 
non-profit organization that produces 
the event, will resume a new event in 
2010. Beginning next year, the Trust is 
planning an all new “Independence 
Day at Fort Vancouver” event which 
will be smaller in scale and will 
include more historical connections, 
more hands-on history and feature 
more family friendly activities. A 
fireworks show will be a part of the 
new event. 
 
Although the fireworks show and all-
day 4th of July celebration is cancelled 
this year, Fort Vancouver, the Visitor 

Center and the Fort Vancouver 
Bookstore will be open on July 4 from 
9 a.m. to 5 p.m. Visitors are 
encouraged to tour the fort and to bring 
a picnic lunch. No personal fireworks, 
barbeques or pets will be allowed on 
the site on July 4.

Heidi Palena and Yvette Golemo have 
been working on a new project to get 
the State of Washington welcome sign 
planted for the year.  Several people 
have expressed an interest in helping 
to plant up the sign, so a date has been 
set for May 17th to plant the Sate of 
Washington welcome sign!  The state 
has very limited budgets for the year 
and much of this undertaking has been 
on a volunteer basis and your help is 
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much needed and appreciated.    It's 
times like these that demand that we 
come together as a community and 
make the world a better place--in this 
case--one plant at a time.    
  
Here are the details.  We have roughly 
1750 plants to install.  We are planning 
on Sunday May 17 starting at 8:00am 
unloading the delivery truck full of 
plants.   We are hoping to get enough 
volunteers to finish planting by the 
early afternoon.  Please bring planting 
shovels if you have one.  WASDOT 
prepped the area for us and there is a 
weed mat out so a small sharp pointed 
shovel will work best.   
  
Depending on the number of 
volunteers who are able to make it, I 
am also hoping to give the 
"Washington" concrete sign a good 
scrubbing.  I'll bring a few scrub 
brushes as well...if this sounds like 
good clean fun to you, bring a brush!  
WASDOT will provide trash bags so 
we can get the place sparkling clean if 
we have an excess of volunteers and 
energy.   
  
Safety is important, so we are 
encouraging each individual to watch a 
short safety DVD for traffic safety 
since we are working by the side of the 
freeway.  You will each have a form to 
fill out for WASDOT as well in case 
of any injury.  The forms will be 
available at the site on the day of 
planting.  We will also have a laptop 
computer with the DVD running so 
you will be well prepared to be 
working in this potentially dangerous 
location.

Carbon monoxide tips 
Carbon monoxide is an invisible, 
odorless and tasteless by-product of 
the incomplete combustion of gas, oil, 

wood, coal, and other fuels. According 
to the Centers for Disease Control and 
Prevention, CO poisoning claims more 
than 500 lives and sends another 
15,000 people to hospital emergency 
rooms for treatment each year in the 
United States. In fact, more people die 
each year through unintentional CO 
exposure than from any other single 
poison, reports the Journal of the 
American Medical Association. 
 
The following safety tips will help you 
avoid CO and other dangers associated 
with power outages and changes in 
seasonal temperatures: 
 
*Never run a generator indoors or in a 
poorly ventilated area such as a garage 
or porch, and use the appropriate-size 
power cords to carry the electric load. 
 
*Install a minimum of one battery-
operated CO alarm (or AC-powered 
alarm with battery backup) outside 
each sleeping area, and for maximum 
protection install at least one CO alarm 
on each level of the home. 
 
-  Ensure that CO alarms have working 
batteries installed. 
 
-  Never burn charcoal or other outdoor 
cooking appliances indoors or in the 
garage. 
 
- Inspect and clean any soot and 
debris, such as bird nests and paper, 
out of the chimneys, flues and stacks. 
 
Carbon monoxide is difficult to detect 
without the help of CO alarms. 
Outward physical symptoms of CO 
poisoning include headaches, 
dizziness, weakness, nausea, vomiting, 
chest pain and confusion. The 
Consumer Product Safety Commission 
(CPSC) recommends installing at least 
one UL-listed CO alarm with an 
audible warning signal near sleeping 
areas. UL-listed, battery operated CO 
alarms are available in most major 
retail and home-improvement stores.
