Policy Options

» No change to AG-20 and FR-40 minimum parcel sizes.

» Consider changing minimum parcel sizes for AG-20 and FR-40
to 10 and 20 acres. AG-20 to AG-10 and FR-40 to FR-20.

Couple these options with a clustering requirement with one plus acre
building lots, with an unbuildable remainder as resource land.

Build the record to prove that the long-term commercial viability for forestry and
agriculture is being maintained or enhanced with a smaller minimum parcel size.

» Consider changing R-20 zoned parcels to R-10, based on
proximity to AG-20 and FR-40.
