• Vision statement: Clark County Parks & Recreation 

strengthens the quality of life for the entire community. 
 
• Mission statement: Provide an interconnected system of 

parks, trails, recreation facilities and natural areas that 
support diverse recreation, environmental stewardship and 
economic development. 
 

• The Parks Advisory Board and staff used extensive public 
outreach to identify key future priorities in preparation of 
the mission, vision, goals and objectives.
