1. WELCOME 
Sheriff Lucas was welcomed to the Executive Committee. Mike Nerland and Bill Paresa were unable to attend today’s meeting. 
2. REVIEW AND APPROVE MEETING MINUTES FROM 8/15/12
No changes were proposed to the minutes from 8/9/12 or 8/15/12. Jodi informed the group that the meeting agendas and minutes will eventually be available on the JDAI webpage of the Juvenile Court’s website. 
3. COMMITTEE CHARTER
The Memorandum of Understanding was revised to include Sheriff Lucas and the Clark County Sheriff’s Office.
