• Achievement must have been accomplished after April 1, 2014. 
• Youths may be nominated for multiple categories, but will receive only one award.

How to nominate 
• Nominations may be submitted by anyone: family, friends, teachers, clergy, neighbors. Youths 

may nominate themselves. 
• You may nominate up to 20 youths. If you know more than 20 outstanding youths, please 

encourage others to nominate them. 
• Select one or two award categories for each youth. Please mark your first and second choices 

with 1 and 2. The Youth Commission reserves the right to make the final determination about 
which category best describes the young person’s achievements. 

• You may reproduce the application form if needed. 
 

To submit a nomination

Deadline 
• Mailed nominations must be postmarked no later than March 24, 2015. 
• Faxed nominations must be received by 5 p.m. March 24, 2015. 

 
 

What happens next? 
• Only complete forms submitted by the deadline will be considered. 
• The youth selected as 2015 Youth Achievement Award winners will be notified by mail. 
• Winners receive three tickets to attend the event, one for themselves and two for guests. 
• Nominators will be notified. If one of your nominees is selected, you will receive one ticket to 

attend the event. Due to limited seating, each nominator receives one ticket regardless of the 
number of youths nominated.

On June 14, 2015, a countywide awards ceremony will honor youth nominated by the 
community. Family and friends can celebrate the good work young people contribute every 
day in their personal development and service to others.
